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AN ACT relating to taxation; revising provisions governing the tax 

on live entertainment to establish the Nevada 
Entertainment and Admissions Tax as an excise tax on 
live entertainment and admissions to places of 
amusement, sport, recreation or other entertainment; 
providing for the rate and imposition of the Nevada 
Entertainment and Admissions Tax; revising exemptions 
from the tax on live entertainment to establish certain 
exemptions from the Nevada Entertainment and 
Admissions Tax; authorizing the Nevada Gaming 
Commission to adopt regulations under certain 
circumstances to provide for certain limited exemptions 
from the Nevada Entertainment and Admissions Tax; 
revising provisions governing investigations and the 
initiation of complaints by the State Gaming Control 
Board for violations relating to the tax on live 
entertainment and the Nevada Entertainment and 
Admissions Tax; and providing other matters properly 
relating thereto. 

 
Legislative Counsel’s Digest: 
 Existing law imposes an excise tax on admission to facilities where live 1 
entertainment is provided. (Chapter 368A of NRS) Under existing law: (1) if the 2 
live entertainment is provided at a facility with a maximum occupancy of less than 3 
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7,500 persons, the rate of the tax is 10 percent of the admission charge to the 4 
facility plus 10 percent of any amounts paid for food, refreshments and 5 
merchandise purchased at the facility; and (2) if the live entertainment is provided 6 
at a facility with a maximum occupancy of at least 7,500 persons, the rate of the tax 7 
is 5 percent of the admission charge to the facility. (NRS 368A.200) Existing law 8 
also provides certain exemptions from the excise tax on admission to facilities 9 
where live entertainment is provided. (NRS 368A.090, 368A.200) Under existing 10 
law, the tax on live entertainment is collected by: (1) the State Gaming Control 11 
Board, if the live entertainment is provided at a licensed gaming establishment; and 12 
(2) the Department of Taxation, if the live entertainment is not provided at a 13 
licensed gaming establishment. (NRS 368A.115, 368A.140)  14 
 This bill revises the imposition, rate and exemptions from the tax on live 15 
entertainment to establish the Nevada Entertainment and Admissions Tax as an 16 
excise tax on admissions to any place of amusement, sport, recreation or other 17 
entertainment. This bill also maintains the provisions of existing law providing that: 18 
(1) if the taxable activity is provided at a licensed gaming establishment, the person 19 
licensed to conduct gaming at the establishment is the taxpayer and the tax is 20 
collected by the State Gaming Control Board; and (2) if the taxable activity is not 21 
provided at a licensed gaming establishment, the owner or operator of the place of 22 
amusement, sport, recreation or other entertainment or, in the case of publicly 23 
owned facilities or public land, the person who collects taxable receipts, is the 24 
taxpayer and the tax is collected by the Department of Taxation. 25 
 Under sections 2, 3 and 10 of this bill, the tax is imposed only if a minimum 26 
purchase of food, beverages or other refreshments or merchandise is required or an 27 
admission charge is collected for the admission of a person or vehicle to any place 28 
where amusement, sport, recreation or other entertainment is provided, including, 29 
without limitation, theaters, shows, convention centers, exhibitions, exhibition 30 
halls, trade shows, athletic or sporting contests, races, facilities where live 31 
entertainment is provided and certain private clubs or membership clubs providing 32 
recreational or physical fitness facilities. Sections 6 and 10 of this bill provide that 33 
the rate of the tax is 8 percent of the admission charge to the place of amusement, 34 
sport, recreation or other entertainment, including, without limitation, any 35 
minimum required purchase of food, beverages or other refreshments or 36 
merchandise. In addition, if the place of amusement, sport, recreation or other 37 
entertainment is a facility where live entertainment is provided, the tax also applies 38 
to all food, beverages and other refreshments provided at the facility, even if the 39 
food, beverages or other refreshments are discounted or complimentary. Under 40 
section 6, the amount of the taxable admission charge is the total consideration paid 41 
or the actual value of the admission, whichever is greater. Under sections 4 and 10 42 
of this bill, the taxable sales price of any food, beverages or other refreshments 43 
provided at a facility where live entertainment is provided is the full amount stated 44 
on the menu or otherwise advertised as the price of the food, beverages or other 45 
refreshments or the amount paid for the food, beverages or other refreshments, 46 
whichever is greater. Section 10 further provides that the tax must be collected 47 
from the purchaser at the time of the sale of the admission to the place of 48 
amusement, sport, recreation or other entertainment, whether or not the admission 49 
is purchased for resale. 50 
 Sections 8 and 10 of this bill remove existing exclusions and exemptions from 51 
the tax on live entertainment and, instead, provide that the Nevada Entertainment 52 
and Admissions Tax does not apply to admission charges and the sales of food, 53 
beverages and other refreshments collected and retained by: (1) facilities with a 54 
seating capacity of less than 50 persons where live entertainment is provided; (2) 55 
nonprofit corporations and charitable organizations; and (3) political subdivisions 56 
of this State. Additionally, section 10 provides that the tax does not apply to: (1) 57 
gratuities and service charges; and (2) amusement, sport, recreation or other 58 
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entertainment that this State is prohibited from taxing under the Constitution, laws 59 
or treaties of the United States or the Nevada Constitution. Section 11 of this bill 60 
authorizes the Nevada Gaming Commission, with the advice and assistance of the 61 
Board, to adopt regulations to provide for limited exceptions to the applicability of 62 
the Nevada Entertainment and Admissions Tax if the Commission determines that 63 
complimentary admissions and food, beverages and other refreshments for certain 64 
patrons of licensed gaming establishments is a necessary and critical business 65 
practice. The regulations: (1) must ensure fair and equal taxation of all similarly 66 
situated taxpayers and must not significantly reduce the proceeds of the Nevada 67 
Entertainment and Admissions Tax; and (2) must be proposed and adopted in 68 
accordance with the Nevada Administrative Procedures Act. 69 
 Existing law imposes certain license fees based on the gross receipts from 70 
admission fees to a live contest or exhibition of unarmed combat. (NRS 467.104, 71 
467.107) Sections 15, 16 and 17 of this bill remove these license fees so that such 72 
unarmed combat contests or exhibitions are subject only to the applicable tax rate 73 
under the Nevada Entertainment and Admissions Tax. 74 
 Section 18 of this bill provides that the Nevada Entertainment and Admissions 75 
Tax becomes effective upon passage and approval for the purpose of adopting 76 
regulations and performing any preparatory administrative tasks and on January 1, 77 
2014, for all other purposes. 78 
 Existing law requires the State Gaming Control Board to make investigations 79 
and to initiate a hearing by filing a complaint with the Nevada Gaming Commission 80 
if the Board is satisfied that a person or entity which is licensed, registered, found 81 
suitable or found preliminarily suitable or which previously obtained approval for 82 
which Commission approval was required or permitted should be limited, 83 
conditioned, suspended, revoked or fined. (NRS 463.310) Section 13 of this bill 84 
similarly requires the Board to make investigations and to initiate a hearing by 85 
filing a complaint with the Commission if the Board is satisfied that such a person 86 
or entity has violated certain provisions relating to the tax on live entertainment or, 87 
after it becomes effective, the Nevada Entertainment and Admissions Tax. 88 
 Existing law also: (1) requires a licensed gaming establishment to maintain 89 
records relating to, report, pay, and truthfully account for the tax on live 90 
entertainment; and (2) prohibits certain practices relating to falsifying information 91 
on books, records or accounts relating to the tax on live entertainment. (NRS 92 
368A.360) Section 11 provides that a violation of such provisions relating to the 93 
tax on live entertainment or, after it becomes effective, the Nevada Entertainment 94 
and Admissions Tax, by a licensed gaming establishment is an unsuitable method 95 
of operation and is subject to investigation and disciplinary proceedings by the 96 
Board. 97

or physical fitness facilities, including, without limitation, golf, 12 
tennis, swimming, yachting, boating, athletic, exercise or fitness 13 
facilities other than physical fitness facilities owned or operated by 14

 Sec. 4.  “Sales price” means the total amount, expressed in 18 
terms of money, that is stated on the menu or otherwise advertised 19 
as the price for the purchase of food, beverages or other 20 
refreshments at a place of amusement, sport, recreation or other 21 
entertainment or the total amount expressed in terms of money of 22 
consideration paid for the food, beverage or other refreshment, 23 
whichever is greater. 24 
 Sec. 5.  NRS 368A.010 is hereby amended to read as follows: 25 
 368A.010  As used in this chapter, unless the context otherwise 26 
requires, the words and terms defined in NRS 368A.020 to 27 
[368A.115,] 368A.110, inclusive, and sections 2, 3 and 4 of this act 28 
have the meanings ascribed to them in those sections. 29

 (o) Beginning July 1, 2007, race events scheduled at a race track 16 
in this State as a part of the National Association for Stock Car Auto 17 
Racing Nextel Cup Series, or its successor racing series, and all 18 
races associated therewith. 19 
 (p) Beginning July 1, 2007, a baseball contest, event or 20 
exhibition conducted by professional minor league baseball players 21 
at a stadium in this State. 22
